SECTION 4: ADDITIONAL COMMENTS

Under the new MFF proposal, projects dealing with energy efficiency and building renovation, which were
previously under Horizon 2020, will be moved under the LIFE Programme. Thus, rules which apply to
project proposals will change, notably the co-financing rate, which will be set in the Work Programme on
which this consultation is about. The co-financing rate will be lower under LIFE (60% by default) than under
Horizon 2020 (above 80%). We are calling for an increase of the rate for Coordination & Support Actions
under the ‘Clean Energy Transition’ sub-progamme to above 80% and as close as possible to 100%, as most
of applicants in our field are small actors which will be deterred from applying if the rate is below 80%. This
is because those actors will not be able to fill the gap created by the lowering of the rate, nor will they
engage in the risky and lengthy search for other co-funders. All in all, it will be detrimental, leading to less
actions on the ground, while we know that in terms of policy, the Renovation Wave will be one of the
flagships of the Commission, especially now when we’re preparing for an economic recovery.
